I Winter Sports
A. Basketball

B. Wrestling
1. The dual meet season ended with Vacaville in 1* place.
2. The League tournament is February 14" at Fairfield High.

IT Spring Sports
A. Tennis

E. Swimming
1. Mike Dailey met with the swim coaches for their pre-season meeting. He reviewed the MEL
swimming by-laws.
2. The Coaches may use the “mutual agreement” game change to address conflicts created by
different Spring breaks. Any change must be approved by the site Athletic Director.
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Fall Sports
A. Football
1. Fred has found that trying to create the 2010 7-team football schedule while applying the
League criteria is quite the challenge.
2. Fred and Joan spoke with the MMC Commissioner, Chuck Edmonds, regarding tying the
Leagues together for the bye dates in 2010.
